3) If you are a Sunflower Resort Resident, you must wear your Resort name badge when entering the
Computer Center. No one under the age of 18 may use the computers.
4) There is a Daily Usage Fee of $1.00 for Non-Members

i) A $5.00 Punch card is also available
b) Non-Members will be asked to leave the lab when there is no Room Monitor present. Please
check the schedule for the times Room Monitors are on duty.
